 Balaghat Chinnor is a traditional, aromatic rice variety grown in the Balaghat district of Madhya Pradesh. 
It is known for its strong scent, soft texture, and slightly sticky nature, making it ideal for ceremonial and 
festive dishes. The rice retains water even after hours of cooking, enhancing its creamy texture in dishes 
like Kheer.

 Chinnor rice has a distinct sword-shaped apex, a smooth kneadability, and a peculiar rice 
flavor that requires no additional seasoning. It is widely used in religious offerings and 

traditional cuisine, particularly in Bhata-Bhatt and Kheer, due to its ability to thicken milk 
naturally.

Farmers preserve genetic purity by selecting one-year-old seeds and manually harvesting the crop 
using traditional oxen-driven threshing methods. The rice is grown in rainfed lowlands and irrigated 
midlands, ensuring its unique quality.
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
